Item 7.5: Motion Following Notice — Roads Snhow Removal Growth Plan — Councillor Randhawa

Councillor Randhawa moved:
o That That by September 16, 2026, Administration prepare a Roads Snow Removal Growth Plan (2027 —
2031), which includes a detailed description of the current operating model and service levels, including
but not limited to roads, alleys, trails, and sidewalks, including:



1. A description of the current service level, including an assessment of how it aligns with current
practices.

2. The program’s performance over the past five years compared to current service levels.

3. The actual year over year operating costs associated with snow removal for the past five years,
encompassing both operating and capital, as well as a breakdown of subcontracted costs.

4. An analysis of key resident pain points, including clustering of complaints by location, common
themes, frequency, and total volumes over a multi year period.

5. Areview of the existing prioritization of streets, the use of parking bans and enforcement and potential
modifications to the existing prioritization, parking ban, and enforcement process.

6. A description regarding the use of subcontracting and commentary on the mix of in-house vs.
Subcontracted services to comprise the snow removal program going forward.

7. A high-level assessment of future snow removal demand and cost based on projected population
growth, road network expansion, and neighbourhood development patterns.

8. An analysis of potential efficiency or productivity gains that could be realized through specific
investments, service level changes, or the removal of potential operational bottlenecks.

9. lIdentification and description of other key challenges and risks, including equipment, staff support
and training, software, equipment storage, and resident communication.

10. Recommendation of a Council policy to formalize program service levels.

11. An action plan that balances program cost and tax dollar efficiency to increase program effectiveness
and address key identified gaps over the next five years.

And that funding up to a maximum of $75,000 from the Municipal Operating Projects Reserve be
approved for the purpose of developing the Roads Snow Removal Growth Plan.
